What is Confirmation? Confirmation is one of the three Sacraments of Initiation (Baptism & Eucharist 

are the other two).  “It completes the grace of Baptism by a special outpouring of the gifts of the Holy 

Spirit, which seal or ‘confirm’ the baptized in union with Christ and equip them for active participation in 

the worship and apostolic life of the Church.” (from the Catechism of the Catholic Church) 

 

Who is invited to attend? Juniors in high school who are at least 16 years old, who are registered 

members of St. Stanislaus Church are welcome to participate in the program. Parishioners from St. 

Margaret of Antioch, or other surrounding parishes will need to seek pastoral approval to enroll on the 

program.  

 

What are the requirements? Each candidate must choose a sponsor, be active in the community, attend 

all group meetings, complete a group service project with their sponsor, attend Vocation Reflection Day 

as designed by the Diocese of Jefferson City, attend a retreat designed by St. Stanislaus Parish, complete 

2 one-on-ones with the program director, and submit a letter to the Bishop to receive the Sacrament of 

Confirmation at St. Stanislaus Parish.
